At South Coast, we offer styles and programs for dancers of every level.

Recreational: The recreational program is for beginning dancers who take 1-2 hour a
week. This program allows dancers to explore the art of coordination and rhythm.

Rubber Duckies: This program gives dancers, between the ages of 3-5 years old, a
chance to take class and work on choreography throughout the year. In addition, they
get to attend 2 competitions during the year along with performing in the annual recital.

The Performing Group is for the dancer who wishes to increase their training and
participate in a competitive venue. These dancers take 3-5 hours a week and compete
at 2 competitions a year.

The Shooting Stars is for dancers who have outpaced Performing Group dancers but
are not yet ready for our Company Program. These dancers take 4-6 hours a week and
compete at 4 competitions a year.

The Lovett Ballet  Academy ballet program offers classical ballet training for students
wishing to pursue a career in dance as well as those wishing to enrich their lives by
participating recreationally. The LDC Performance Groups compete on a regional as
well as national level.
 
The South Coast Company is for selected, dedicated dancers who are ready to
commit to a 5-10 hour training schedule (dependent upon age.) They compete at 5
competitions a year and perform in recital.

REGULAR RATE (CASH DISCOUNT)

Al l  tu i t ion is  due on the 1st  of  each month and wi l l  be automatical ly  charged to
your credit  or  debit  card on f i le.  Having a credit  card on f i le is  a requirement at
South Coast Performing Arts .  I f  you do not wish to have your tu i t ion and fees on
autopay,  you can pay by cash or  check pr ior  to the 1st .  I f  your  card decl ines,  you
have 72 hours to add a new card on f i le.  I f  your  card decl ines and no replacement
card is  added,  a late fee wi l l  be assessed on the 10th for  $25. South Coast
Performing Arts  reserves the r ight to stop lessons due to non-payment and drop
students f rom classes.  
Tui t ion is  the same each month regardless of  the number of  weeks in that month
&/or hol idays.  Your dancer is  a lways welcome to take a make up class when the
studio is  c losed for  hol idays.
A $25.00 fee wi l l  be charged on al l  returned checks.
No credit  or  refunds are given for  absence.

Cancel lat ion:
You must submit  a drop form through our website to cancel  your automatic
payments and remove your dancer f rom class.  The form must be received
pr ior  to the 1st  of  the month.
Once your payment has been run,  fu l l  refunds wi l l  not be issued. I f  no
classes are taken,  we wi l l  refund your auto payment with a 5% serv ice
charge.  We wi l l  only  refund 1  month of tu i t ion.

Hip Hop shoes: High top Black Converse- please keep these as dance shoes and do not wear
outside.

FOR A CLASS WITH LOW ENROLLMENT OR ABSENT DANCERS, CLASSES WILL BE SHORTENED AS FOLLOWS: 1
DANCER IN ATTENDANCE, 30 MINUTE CLASS/ 2 DANCERS IN ATTENDANCE, 45 MINUTE CLASS. A CLASS
WITH 1-2 DANCERS IS CONSIDERED A PRIVATE LESSON WHERE THE DANCER RECEIVES CONCENTRATED
ATTENTION FROM THE INSTRUCTOR FOR THE CLASS PERIOD

MAKE-UP CLASSES ARE AVAILABLE IN ANY CLASS OF THE APPROPRIATE AGE AND LEVEL.
MAKE UP SESSIONS MUST BE SCHEDULED AHEAD OF T IME.
CLASS SHOULD BE MADE UP WITHIN 30 DAYS OF ABSENCE.
